Chauhan Gold Medal by the Helminthological
Society of India during the annual conference
atl Lucknow. The citation which was read is as
fallows, “The Helminthological Society of
india, Lucknow feels pleasure in awarding Dr.
B. 5. Chauhan Gold Meadal to Prof. Athar
Husain Siddigi, former professor and
chairman, Department of Zoology and Dean
Faculty of Life Sciences, Aligarh Muslim
University, Aligarh for his life time
achievement in the fiald of Helminthology.

He was born on Dec. 29, 1831 and spent his
early years at Moradabad, He has a brilliant
academic record and passed high school in
1946, For further education, he moved to
Aligarh and passed infermediate (1848) and
B.Sc. (1950). He did his M.Sc. (Parasitology)
in 1953 and was awarded a University Gold
Medal for standing first in order of mesit, He
got his PhD degree in Parasitology in 1956
His quest for knowledge let him to Purdue
University, West Lafayette, USA where from
he obtained second PhD. (1938) in
Biglogical Sciences. He is author of &
monograph on trematode parasites. one book
and has published more than 290 onginal
research papers.

He joined Aligarh Muslim University in 1853
and served as Lecturer till 1961, as Reader

1861-67 and became Professor in 1980, More
than 16 students obtained Ph.D. and M.Phil
degree in various fields of Paresitology and
Biology. As Chairman, Zoclogy Departmant, he
is eredited for introducing Animal physiclogy
(19589), Principles of Parasitology and
Endocrinclogy in the department. In
Parasitology section at AMU, Prof. Siddigi
shifted the focus of his research from classical
morphological and taxonomic studies o
helminth physiology and biochemistry in early
sixties, forming the foundation of modern
research in Helminthology in India. His work on
the hemoglobin of the liver fluke which found
place in “Physiology and biochemistry of
endoparasites” by Von Brand (1979) Elsavier,
North Holland is a testimony to it His research
work has been cited in more than 37 books
and monographs,

He has substantially contributed to the field of
Hetminthology not only in India but also abroad
al University of e, Nigeria (1965-68), Purdue
University USA (1956-57) and University of Al-
Fatah (1978-80) Libya. Ha has attended and
chaired several intermational conferences
including 1" commonwealth helminthological
conference and International Congress of
Parasitclogy. He has been imvited abroad,
several times to deliver lectures in varous
universities”,

English Access Programme at Muslim
Social Uplift Society, Sultan Jahan

English Access Programme is a step forward
in Muslim Social Uplift Society's (MSUS)
‘endeavor of bailing out, educationally,
socially and economucally deprived sections
of the Muslims society. Undoubtedly, in all the
countries around the world, English has
cccupied the place of common |anguage
imespective of the national language’ local
lingp. The programme was concaived
keeping i mind the need of hour to
supplement and expose siudents to the
nuances of everyday patterns  of
communication and to develop the ability to
identify realistic needs of using English as a
lingua Franca.

The wise conceivers of this programme felt
that the school children are not exposed to
basic language supplemenis;, hence we
offered this programme o AMU school
children as well as to Madarsa background
students from Department of Theology AMU.
Qur curiculum and leaming Services were
characterized by knowledgeabla and
enthusiastic teachers specialized in English
Language teaching ‘strategies that * sudt
leamers' neads.

English  Access Programma at MSus
commenced on 11th September 2008 at
Suitan Jahan Coaching Centre. Students from
AMU Gir's High School and ABK Union Schoal
were divided info two separate homogenous
batches and one separate baich of Theology
students compriging of boys and girls was
formed. The programme was divided into three
phasas, executing three different spactalized
modules focusing on skills of English language
as well as vocabulary and rudiments of
grammar. Special emphasis was given on the
third ' module, which comprised Oral
eommunication. The motive was to eradicate
tongue tiedness of the students

The first phasa began with the execution of the
first module focusing on how to grab the
opportunity of expressing oneself in English in
everyday situations, through making them
aware of infroducing self and others, greetings,
making request and asking for help in English
along with the lessons on the rudiments of
grammar. The second phase gave an
opporunity to the students to learn the rubrics
of Writing and to enhance vocabulary through
drills and exercises such as News Paper Hunt
Tasks. Third and the final phase focused on
advanced Oral . communication through
extempore speech, Choral speaking, interest
talk. Mind Map sessions and Debate,

Apart from the academic and classroom
learning, the students gotl an opportunity to
wisit the civic education sites of Agra and
Fatehpur Stkri in November 2008, A wvisit fo
Ibn Sind Academy of Medieval Medicine &
Sciences gave the students an idea of

The capital city of Iran - Tehran
Tehran Bozorg (Greater Tehran) is the capital
of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the center

of Tehran Province as well. Tehran is one of
the largest metropolitans of the world, and it is
the country’s largest economic center and the
base for its large and small modem
technologicel and industral establishments.
Located on the slopes of the mountains and at
the foot of the magnificent Mount Damavand, it
has baan the country's capital city for over 200
years now. Neardy 14 Milion people live n
Tehran in contrast to two hundred thousand in
1920. The first mention of Tehran in an old
gecgraphical text is made in the 10th century
Massalek-al Mamalek {The Ways of States) by
Estakhri. it was just a vilage before the
Safavid era. By the Mongols' invasion and the
consequent severe devastation the city of Rey
received, most of the Rey's people took refuge
lo this village. This was a starting point for
growth of Tehran, and gradually this village
that was famous for its fine fruits and beautiful
gardens, underwent new developments. Shah
Tahmasb, one of the Safavid kings, chose
Tehran as administrative center for the Safavid
dynasty, which resulted in constructing many
big governmental buildings, casties and gates.

At the time of the Zand dynasty, it was a small
town that was significant from a military point
of view, The first of the Qajar kings, Agha
Mchammed Khan, named Tehran as tha
country’s capital in 1778, MNeverheless, the
capital's development started at the time of
ancther Qajar monarch, Falh-Ali Shah. The
citadel, which Agha Mochammed Khan had
built, was developed to inciude the new royal
buildings.

At the same time, the cily's population was
redoubled. With the increasing importance of
the city, soon gates, sguares and mosques
were built and it was at the time of Naseruddin
Shah that the city's master plan was prepared
and modern streats ware formed. Later, large
central squares like Toopkhaneh (now Imam
Khomeini) square and several military
buildings were constructed. With the decline of
the Qajar dynasty, Tehran soon took the shape
of a modern city. The construction of large
government buildings, new sireets, recreation
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canters, urban sendice establishments, and
academic and scientific centers ware startad,
while most of the old gates and buildings
wera destroyed and the city's old architectural
fabric replaced by a modem one.

With an altitude of 1200 melers above sea
level, Tehran is a city of all four seasons with
hot summers, freezing winters, and brief
springs and autumns. Tehran is pleasant, it
derives its originality from its dry climate,
always cool in the evening, the neamess of
the mountams, s numerous parks and
rgardens where flowers blossom throughout
the year the alleys of chinar trees in the
avenues or even smaller streets, the water
which runs down from the upper city along

deep and wide gutters which lock like smal! -

rivers during sprng.

Dams of Kargj, Latian and Lar supply
Tehran's drinking water and pans of the
country's electrical power. These dam-lakes
and river-sides provide also valuable tounism
gites for visiting and enjoying walking and
viewing beauliful natural sites as well as
practicing various kinds of sports, including
water sports, There are dozen of smail
coffee-houses with zing roofs nestiea among
the bushes. Mountain streams run among the
tables. But everyone dees not sit around a
table: many of the customers prefer the
ancient-style comfort of low divans covered
with old carpets such as in the streets of
Darband. Delicious "kababs" are consumed,
and hot teas are served from "Samawar”,

The Alborz range on the north of Tehran,
which hosts the highest peak in the country
during winter provides a very suitable chimate
for ski lovers. In winter, the mountain hotels
and ski-clubs at Shemshak, Shahrestanak
and Dizine are full several days a wesk.
Some exper skiers consider the snow gualily
in northem Tehran to ba cne of the besl n
the world, The highest peak in the country,
Mount Damavand (5678 m), which is an
extinct volcano covered in snow for most of
the year with its visibility from Tehran has an

attractive appeal for advanturers and climbers.
